	SUBJECT:FAQs relating to the admissions of Foreign Students & students of Pak-Origin under Pakistan Technical Assistance Program
Q1. I am a Pak-Origin (having dual nationality) what other documents should I submit with the application?

Answer: You have to submit the following document:

1. You equivalence certificate to be obtained from Inter Board Committee of Chairman ( see web site http://ibcc.edu.pk/Introduction.asp  ) 

2. Your and one of your parents foreign nationality proof (copy of foreign passport)

3. Your or parents Pak-Origin proof ( copy of NADRA I.D Card or Pakistani Passport)

4.Copy of your 12th grade diploma/ certificate and transcripts.

Q2. Can I apply directly?

Answer: Yes you can.

Q3. I have done my 12th grade exam from Pakistan am I eligible under the program?

Answer: No, under the rules you must have passed your 12th exam from abroad physically.

Q4. Which subjects are mandatory for getting admission in Medicine and engineering?

Answer: Physics, Chemistry and Biology for Medicine and Physics Chemistry and Maths for Engineering.

Q5. How I can make me equivalence certificate?

Answer: The equivalence certificate is made by Inter Board Committee of Chairmen visit their website: http://ibcc.edu.pk/Introduction.asp
Q6. I want to get admission in King Edward Medical College or any other college of your choice what should I do?

Answer: Since we have limited number of seats at different colleges all over Pakistan therefore the allocation is made on the basis of Merit/choice/availability.

Q7. Do I have to appear for any entry test?

Answer: No entry test requirement is necessary. Placement is made on the basis of merit drawn on your equivalence certificate.

SUBJECT:FAQs regarding Foreign Training relating to South East Asia (SEA) Section
Q1. From where application forms can be downloaded?

Answer:From the EAD s Website. www.ead.gov.pk.

Q2. What is the procedure for processing of nominations?

Answer: Nominations duly approved by the competent authorities alongwith documents shall be communicated to EAD.

Q3. What documents are required in EAD?

Answer: Application for (4 copies), Surety Bond (1 copy), Undertaking (1 copy) and FTC Proforma (1 copy).

Q4. What is the process of nominations in EAD?

Answer: An in house, committee thoroughly discusses the cases of candidates and selects the most suitable candidate for the proposed course.

Q5. How the final selection for a course is made?

Answer: The final selection is made by the sponsor of the course and is intimated directly to the selected candidates.

Q6. Which are the countires (in SEA Section) with which Pakistan has JMC s / JEC s.

Answer: The countries with which SEA Section deals are as under:

Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, Nepal, Brunei Darussalam, Malaysia, South Korea, Maldives, Indonesia, Thailand, DPR Korea, North Korea, Vietnam, etc.
